 In order to be considered for any of the degree conferral dates listed above, you 
must submit an “Application for Degree/Certificate” form and any outstanding     
documents (if applicable) to the Registrar’s Office (HA  120) by the following 
dates: 
  
 For September 30, 2013 Conferral: 
   

• “Application for Degree/Certificate” due August 1  
  
• Outstanding documents (if applicable) due August 31 

  
For January 31, 2014 Conferral:  
    

• Application for Degree or Certificate due November 30  
   
• Outstanding documents (if applicable) due December 19 

    
For May 14, 2014 Conferral and Convocation Ceremony: 
    

• Application for Degree or Certificate due October 1 
  
• Outstanding documents (if applicable) due February 1
